Roy Griffin was selling ironmongery and Hoovers here in 1930.
By 1940 the shop had been taken over by Mr A.P.Lees.   He is
well remembered for his wide range of goods,  always being in a
mess but could always find what you wanted.
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In the early 1970s the shop was refitted and became a jewellery shop for
about two years.
In 1974 it became Key Furnishings Ltd.
Beatrice Potter followed with a shoe shop.

Yet another change in 1982 when Barbara Clark opened a wedding
dress shop.
